442, or PHSCS 471.

4. After gaining department advisor’s approval of courses
selected to define an option, complete an additional 12
hours of electives (cannot include any courses already
taken above). These 12 hours must consist of a
coherent set of upper-division courses with an identified
educational goal. Nine hours must be upper division
(300 or above); three hours must be 200-level or above.

5. Complete one of the following math options: Take
either Math 302 and Math 303 OR Math 213, Math
215, Math 314, and Math 334.

6. Complete two credits from either PHSCS 492R or
PHSCS 498R.

7. Take the Physics Major Field Test your last semester.
